Nowadays, technology has witnessed a rapid development and as a result our life is becoming more and more convenient. The mobile phone is an example which has become more intelligent and faster. Almost everyone holds a phone on their hand, just like the air around us and people cannot live without smart phones. As a huge group, “phubbers” (smart phone addicts) has become a common phenomenon in contemporary society, and the college class is no exception. So first, let's look at the example data set according to a recent survey from a college:
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The total percentage of the college students who use phones in class is 67.80%;

The proportion of the students who play phones in required courses is 26.84%;

The total of the students who use their phones in elective courses is 48.78%;

There are 57.56% of the students who chat on QQ in class while 43.90% refresh micro blog;

44.88% of the students surveyed use phones for about 5 minutes while 33.17% always spend for more than 10 minutes.
From the data, it is obvious that the smart phone is becoming the basic necessity in college class even though it has caused many problems to both students and classes. So as a result when the ban on the mobile phone in class was carried out, there come conflicts. People who support the ban believe that the quality of teaching will be improved while others opposed for that they think it is meaningless and unreasonable to rule the smart phone out of the class.

Supporters hold the view that it is students’ duty to seriously undermine the classroom lectures and not to discipline, and that is also the expression of honoring teachers and esteeming truth. Also, class has its rules like the state has its laws. The university has a bounden duty to constrain and correct college students’ improper behavior, especially now many of them have been addicted in smart phones. Laissez-faire is not desirable.

By contrast, protesters believe that it will never be a good idea to carry out the ban. It is unfair to put the onus on students unilaterally. Besides self-factors of the students, two factors are also involved. For one thing, in order to keep the students in classes, teachers always take some rigid measures like roll call which make students become increasingly fed up with the courses instead of changing the unfunny teaching. For another, it will be a discommodity for the students who are well self-discipline and can take advantage of it.

Under such condition that both sides have rational explanations, it is impossible and meaningless to make judgments. Perhaps seeking for a relative better measure to solve the conflicts between the two sides appears to be a wise choice.

As a college student who is now confronted with this problem, I think that both students and colleges should reflect on themselves. My suggestion is: Cooperation. First, schools need to strengthen their regulation to tighten up requirements on use of smart phones; Second, teachers should improve teaching and adopt new teaching methods to cultivate students’ interests in major study; Third, students need to focus on their learning in class. Under the combination of these three elements, a better solution will be made eventually.

Ford went through 2012 having recovered to the point of having 80,000 total U.S. employees, supplying their 3,300 dealerships. In comparison, Chrysler had 71,100 U.S. employees supplying their 2,328 dealerships during that year.

Data for the beginning of 2014 put the four companies of GM, Ford, Toyota, and Chrysler, in that order, at the top as having the most U.S. car sales. In terms of specific types of vehicles, the new decade has meant Chrysler having an emphasis on its Ram trucks and the Jeep Cherokee SUV, both of which had "hefty sales" for 2014 according to a news report.



Introduction:

The Academy Awards or The Oscars (the official title was rebranded as The Oscars in 2013 – changed from The Academy Awards) is an annual Americans  awards ceremony honoring cinematic achievements in the film industry The various category winners are awarded a copy of a statuette, officially the Academy Award of Merit, that is better known by its nickname Oscar. The awards, first presented in 1929 at the Hollywood Roosevelt Hotel, are overseen by the Academy of Motion Picture Arts and Sciences.

Naming:
The origin of the name Oscar is disputed. One biography of Bette claims that she named the Oscar after her first husband, band leader Harmon Oscar Nelson;one of the earliest mentions in print of the term Oscar dates back to a Time  article about the 1934 Academy Awards.  Columnist Sidney Skolsky was present during Herrick's naming and seized the name in his byline, The trophy was officially dubbed the "Oscar" in 1939 by the Academy of Motion Picture Arts and Sciences.




Historically, the "Oscarcast" has pulled in a bigger haul when box-office hits are favored to win the Best Picture trophy. More than 57.25 million viewers tuned to the telecast for the 70th Academy Awards in 1998, the year of Titanic，which generated close to US$600 million at the North American box office pre-Oscars.The 76th Academy Awards ceremony in which The Lord of the Rings: The Return of the King received 11 Awards including Best Picture drew 43.56 million viewers.The most watched ceremony based on Nielsen ratings to date, however, was the 42nd Academy Awardswhich drew a 43.4% household rating on 7 April 1970.
By contrast, ceremonies honoring films that have not performed well at the box office tend to show weaker ratings. The 78th Academy Awards which awarded low-budgeted, independent film Crash generated an audience of 38.64 million with a household rating of 22.91%.In 2008, the 80th Academy Awards telecast was watched by 31.76 million viewers on average with an 18.66% household rating, the lowest rated and least watched ceremony to date, in spite of celebrating 80 years of the Academy Awards.The Best Picture winner of that particular ceremony was another independently financed film.

中国汉族传统文化中的文书工具，即笔、墨、纸、砚。文房四宝之名，起源于南北朝时期。历史上，“文房四宝”所指之物屡有变化。在南唐时，“文房四宝”特指宣城诸葛笔、徽州李廷圭墨、澄心堂纸，婺源（原属安徽徽州府，现属于江西）龙尾砚。自宋朝以来“文房四宝”则特指湖笔（浙江省湖州)、徽墨（徽州，现安徽歙县)、宣纸（现安徽省泾县，泾县古属宁国府，产纸以府治宣城为名)、洮砚（现甘肃省卓尼县）、端砚（现广东省肇庆，古称端州）、歙砚（现安徽歙县）。宣城市是全国唯一的“文房四宝之乡”，所产的宣纸（泾县）、宣笔（泾县/旌德）、徽墨（绩溪/旌德）、宣砚（旌德）。汉族的用具，不少独具一格，它既表现了汉族不同于其他民族的风俗， 又为世界文化的进步和发展做出了贡献。其最典型的是被称为“文房四宝”的书写工具：纸、笔、墨、砚。而现在在我们的生活中，随着时代的发展进步，技术的创新，笔墨纸砚这样的书写工具，渐渐的淡出了人们的视线，走出了人们的生活。越来越多的人选择了一些相对比较方便的书写工具，笔墨纸砚所代表的，不仅是一种书写方式，更是一种文化传承。
笔：中山人毛颖。中山是古代诸侯国名，在今天的河北省定州一带，战国时为赵国所灭。据王羲之《笔经》记载，汉朝时天下诸侯郡国争献兔毛笔以书写洛阳鸿都门上的匾额，结果只有赵国兔毛笔入选。中山属赵，所以称毛颖为中山人，颖是指毛笔呈锥状的笔头。另有人因宣城多产笔，也称之为宣城毛元锐，字文锋的。如今常见的就是毛笔，而毛笔的分类主要有依尺寸，还有笔毛的种类，来源，形状等等来分。依尺寸可以简单的把毛笔分为：小楷，中楷，大楷。依笔毛的种类可分为：软毫，硬毫，兼毫等。依来源可分为：胎毛笔、狼毛笔、兔肩紫毫笔、鹿毛笔、鸡毛笔、鸭毛笔、羊毛笔、猪毛笔、鼠毛笔、虎毛笔,黄牛耳毫笔等。 

墨：绛人陈玄。古时绛州在今天山西省新绛县，所产之墨较为有名，为朝廷贡品，而墨又以陈年、浓黑者为上品，故称之为绛人陈玄。又：南唐时燕人李廷圭以松烟造墨，光泽可鉴最负盛名，后渡易水而居江南，故也有人称墨为燕人易玄光，字处晦的。而在我国的古代，墨多以松烟制成，品质上乘的还要添加香料，由此可见，先人对于书写，是抱着一种怎样认真的态度。在他们的意识里，不管是笔还是墨，都是一种极其重要的工具，都要经过一层层的制作，一笔一划里，都凝聚着许许多多的人的心血。
纸：是中国古代四大发明之一。即使在机制纸盛行的今天， 某些传统的手工纸依然体现着它不可替代的作用，焕发着独有的光彩。古纸在留传下来的古书画中尚能一窥其貌。在纸张发明之前的很长一段时间内，人们是采用什幺来作为记事材料的呢？根据文献和实物资料， 最早的人们是采用结绳来记事的，遇事打个结，事毕解去。后来又在龟甲兽骨上刻辞，所谓"甲骨文"。在青铜产生以后，又在青铜器上铸刻铭义，即"金文"或"钟鼎文"。再后，将字写在用竹、木削成的片上，称"竹木简"，如较宽厚的竹木片则叫"牍"。同时，有的也写于丝织制品的嫌帛上。先秦以前，除以上记事材料外，还发现了刻于石头上的文字，比如著名的"石鼓文"。一般人们皆知，纸是在东汉由蔡伦发明的。但考古发掘，却对此提出了疑问。这些古纸均据其出土的地点而被冠名。从出土古纸自身的年代顺序，可以分别排列为：西汉早期的放马滩纸，西汉中期的灞桥纸、悬泉纸、马圈湾纸、居延纸，西汉晚期的旱滩坡纸。
在纸张发明之前，根据文献和实物资料，最早的人们是采用结绳来记事的，遇事打个结，事毕解去。后来又在龟甲兽骨上刻辞，所谓“甲骨文”。在青铜产生以后，又在青铜器上铸刻铭义，即“金文”或“钟鼎文”。再后，将字写在用竹、木削成的片上，称“竹木简”，如较宽厚的竹木片则叫“牍”。同时，有的也写于丝织制品的锦帛上。先秦以前，除以上记事材料外，还发现了刻于石头上的文字，比如著名的“石鼓文”。

砚：砚虽然在"笔墨纸砚"的排次中位居殿军，但从某一方面来说，却居领衔地位，所谓"四宝"砚为首，这是由于它质地坚实、能传之百代的缘故。所以，现今社会上"四宝"中以砚最为多见，受人喜爱的范围也最为广泛。考古学家曾在陕西省临潼县姜寨一处原始社会的遗址中，及现了一套原始人用以陶器彩绘的工具，其中有一方石砚，砚有盖，砚面微凹，凹处并有一根石质磨杵，砚旁留存数块黑色颜料。很显然，这是先民们借助磨杵研磨颜料的早期砚的形制。由于这处遗址归属于母系氏族时期的仰韶义化，故这方砚台的实际寿龄已超过了五千个春秋。砚这种附带磨杵或研石的形制从什幺时候才开始发生改变，即取消磨杵或研石，而接近于砚呢？要直到两汉时期。汉代由于发明了人工制墨，墨可以直接在砚上研磨，故不须再借助磨杵或研石来研天然或半天然墨了。如此看来，磨杵或研石经过史前及夏商周共三千多年的漫长跋涉，才逐渐消隐，尽管今天已不为所用，但其为传播文化立下的功绩仍不可没。

砚，也称“砚台”，被古人誉为"文房四宝之首"。因为墨须加水发磨始能调用，而发墨之石刑则是砚。其中有陶、泥、砖瓦、金属、漆、瓷、石等，最常见的还是石砚。可以作砚的石头极多，我国地大物博，到处是名山大川，自然有多种石头。产石之处，必然有石工，所以产砚的地方遍布全国各地。

If you were to drop in on most any college these days, what would you see? Virtually all students have one, and it's typical to see them tapping away their mobile phones not just in the hallways during the ten minutes between classes, but also in the classroom, at every opportunity the teacher gives them.


Most schools don't officially allow students to use cell phones during class time. However, out come the phones when the teacher is busy helping out another student or writing on the board.


"Cell phones have academic uses: they have Internet capability，built-in calculators，and memories able to hold entire books. For schools with limited technologies available to students，cell phones can be used as computers, " is the rationalization from many students.





However, none of these supposed advantages can overcome one very basic disadvantage: Cell phones distract students from schoolwork and class activities.


On the one hand, some students are so careless that they may forget to turn the cell phone into the silent mode while in class. This will be a major noise pollution thus interference with studies of the student and the whole class.


On the other hand, even if the phone is in silent mode, for the majority of students, it’s easy to be attracted by the cell phones. Taking cell phones to the classroom, without self-discipline, a student with an internet enabled phone will find themselves easily drawn to social network or mobile games. This will result in poor performance in class. 


Moreover, teachers may feel disregarded and disappointed when their students use mobile phones during class time. Although they usually don't verbally announce it, it is sometimes pretty clear that they are despondent with such behavior.








Cell phones have become a permanent part of society．But keeping up with technological advances is not easy．As far as I am concerned, not carrying a cell phone to classroom would be the best solution to avoid falling into temptations of using the phone in class. Therefore, as a college student, it is necessary that mobile phones should be banned in class. Only in this way, can we study efficiently during class time.
